We are also looking forward to the preliminary report of the current ESSR Fellow,
Dr. Mehmet F. Can (Ankara, Turkey) on the topic “Multi-center double-blind



randomized trial of the clinical value of preoperative oral carbohydrate loading in
colorectal surgery” in Geneva 2010.

General Committee Meeting, Geneva, Switzerland

Abstract Selection Meeting & General Committee Meet _ ing, Geneva, 2010

Time and place: Saturday February 20, Centre Medical Universitaire, Geneve

Present: Henrik Thorlacius, Ighacio Garcia-Alonso, Charles Malata, Mustafa Cikirikcioglu,
Roland Demaria, Rene Tolba & Brigitte Vollmar.

Apologies: lan Alwayn (member-at-large) and Steffen Manekeller (member-at-large)
Organising committee in attendance: Thomas Theologou (secretary general), Yves
Harder (vice-president), and two Kuoni PCO representatives.

Agenda:
1. Report of the President (H Thorlacius)

- Sister Societies: HT had represented the Society at the SARS meeting in London in
January 2010 and at the SUS (Academic Surgical Congress) in San Antonio, Texas in
February 2010. The Walter Brendel Award winner, Dr. Razaeian, had presented his
paper very well.

- ESSR Fellowship Award: It was resolved that the current fellow, Dr. Mehmet F. Can
(Ankara, Turkey) should present a preliminary report to the Geneva Congress despite
the slow recruitment to the multi-centre trial. Only one application for 2011 had been
received so far.

- B. Braun sponsored Course on Clinical Research: The president informed the GC that
an offer had been received from B. Braun to fully fund a new ESSR course on clinical
research. The GC delegated Dr. Rene Tolba to work out the details of this course in
conjunction with the B. Braun representatives and report back in due course.

- Recognition of Honorary Members and Emeritus (retired) Members: A formalization of
the Honorary Membership category and the recognition of Emeritus Members was
discussed and it was decided to put it to the forthcoming General Assembly in Geneva
for discussion.

- Suggested Alteration to the Walter Brendel Award. The nomination of a winner and 2
runner-ups was suggested in order to facilitate attendance at the 3 sister societies. This
would be put to the General Assembly for discussion.

2. Report of the Secretary General (C Malata)

. Sister Societies: CM confirmed that he would be representing the ESSR at the 38"
Annual Meeting of the Surgical Research Society of Southern Africa in East London in
July 2010. The American SUS (ASC) and the UK SARS had been attended by the
President and the Walter Brendel Awardee had presented his prize winning paper at
both meetings. He was expected to travel to South Africa in July. Invitations to the
representatives of the Sister Societies and their prize winners would be sent out.

. B. Braun Sponsorship of the 2" Golden Book: B. Braun has kindly sponsored in full the
publication of the 2" Golden book. He thanked Rene Tolba for making the initial



approaches. Mihaly Boros, the Society’'s Archivist, had been informed of this
development and he was pressing on with the publication.

- Nominating Committee: CM informed the GC that Tomas Minor (NC chairman) had sent
a message to the GC that he was available for various duties and was standing by for
any jobs that they wished to pass on to him. This was duly noted by the GC.

- Plea for retention of email addresses of 1% authors: CM made a request for the emails of
1% authors of each paper and poster presented at each meeting to be kept for use in
future calls for abstracts. This is because these were more likely to be correct and up to
date than the membership list.

- Contacts with Karger and Refund: CM informed the GC that he had been asked by the
Treasurer, in his capacity as the new Secretary General, to contact Karger regarding the
money they held on behalf of the Society since the cessation of the publishing contract
with them. This had been successful and the money was sent to the Treasurer.

3. Report of the Treasurer (I Garcia-Alonso)
- Karger Refund: IGA confirmed receipt of CHF14,237.70 into the society coffers

- Incomes: The treasurer detailed the sources of income to the society as

He reported on his efforts to collect membership fees. He again emphasized that the
easiest way to pay the membership fee was via email to the treasurer
(ignacio.galonso@ehu.es).

- The expenditures of the Treasurer with respect to the Congress are reimbursements for
o0 The Awardees (apart from the B. Braun, BJS and Young Investigator Award)
o The representatives of the Sister Societies
o Travel expenses of the GC members to the GC
o Invited Lecturers’ travel expenses.

- Non-payment of Membership Fees: IGA confirmed that the Bye-Laws state that anyone
who has not paid their membership fees for 2 consecutive years would be excluded
from membership.

- The treasurer also confirmed that retired members do not have to pay the membership
fee to stay as ESSR members. This had been approved by the Nimes GC meeting.

- He also made a plea to everyone to improve access to the Internet Course.

- The ESSR Grant should be announced on the Website and in the Newsletter.



4. Report of the Congress President 2010 (M Cikirik  cioglu)

MC informed the GC on the on-going preparations for the forthcoming meeting in Geneva.

- This year a record number of abstracts (524) had been received 264 orals and 260
posters. Of these 22% came from Turkey and 20% from the UK thanks to the work of
the relevant “country representatives”.

- Congress program: The congress president outlined the Congress program as follows:
o Pre-Congress Workshops: Wednesday 9" June
o Opening Ceremony: Thursday morning 10" June
0 Welcome Reception: Thursday evening 10" June about 150 people.
0 Congress Dinner & Award Ceremony on a Boat on Lake Geneva: Friday evening
o Sight Seeing Tour: Saturday afternoon

- He also informed the GC that the financial side of matters was progressing satisfactorily
as long as those who submitted abstracts also went on to register for the Congress.

- He also suggested a formal planned hand-over meeting with the incoming congress
president (with the SG, President and Treasurer) at which the Congress Check-list from
the SG and the “Contacts and Tips” would be given to the new congress president for
Lille. This could be held before the GC or the GA.

- He also confirmed his financial responsibilities regarding hosting the following:
o Invited Speakers
0 Representatives (3) and the Awardees (3) from the Sister Societies
0 General Committee Members

- Congress Venue: This was inspected by the GC and considered very fitting. Overall all
the preparations were going well and we look forward to a great congress in Geneva.

5. Report of the Congress President 2011 (R Tolba)

The 2011 congress president Rene Tolba gave a presentation on the progress regarding
the 2011 Congress in Aachen, Germany 2011. The GC was impressed about how far the
planning and details of the congress were already at this stage. The meeting would be
held on Wed May 25" — Saturday May 28", 2011. It was noted that funding had already
been secured for the specialist microscopes to be used in the Pre-Congress workshops
from the State government of NRW.

6. Abstract Selection Meeting

- The congress president reported that total number of abstracts submitted was 524. All
abstracts had been scored (0-10) in an anonymous fashion by ESSR members selected
by the congress president. The criteria (scores) for selection into Oral and Poster
sessions were discussed. The cut off mark was 5.8. MC informed the GC that it needed
to select 168 oral and 180 poster presentations to fit into the space available

- Based on the scoring and re-evaluation by the GC, the abstracts for the Walter-Brendel
Award Session and the BJS Prize session were selected as were those for the Young
Investigator and B. Braun Awards.

- MC requested that any proposals for Session Chairmen should be sent to him.

The meeting was closed by the ESSR President (H Thorlacius) by thanking the host
and congress president (M Cikirikcioglu) for organizing this meeting and we look
forward to successful congress in Geneva, 2010.
